Appeal of Corrective Action Order — Larry W. Sayler and Cynthia A. Sayler
Property located at 1165 Country Club Road, Central Township, Bond County, Illinois (Greenville).

Chairman Tarasuik opened the public hearing at 7:06 p.m. regarding an appeal of a Corrective Action Order issued by the Bond County Zoning Administrator on or about August 2, 2022, relating to Article 3, Section 3-11 of the Bond County Zoning Ordinance entitled “One Dwelling Per Lot.”
The applicants, Larry W. Sayler and Cynthia A. Sayler, appeared and were represented by Mark Sargis, applicants’ legal counsel.
The Board received sworn testimony, documentary evidence, and other materials submitted into the record concerning the appeal and considered whether the Corrective Action Order should be affirmed, reversed, or modified pursuant to the Bond County Zoning Ordinance and applicable Illinois law.
Evidence and testimony considered by the Board included:
• testimony of the applicants
• testimony of the Zoning Administrator
• documentary evidence and records submitted into the record
• public testimony received during the hearing
Following consideration of the evidence and testimony presented, the Board found that:
· more than one residential dwelling exists on the subject property in violation of Article 3, Section 3-11 of the Bond County Zoning Ordinance; 
· the Zoning Administrator acted within the authority granted under the Bond County Zoning Ordinance in issuing the Corrective Action Order; 
· the appellants failed to demonstrate sufficient grounds for reversal or modification of the Corrective Action Order; and 
· the Corrective Action Order constituted a reasonable and proper enforcement action under the Bond County Zoning Ordinance. 
A motion was made by Ron Jarrett and seconded by Brad Lurkins to deny the appeal and affirm the Corrective Action Order issued by the Bond County Zoning Administrator.
